The big news for February was FCC'’s elimination of the Morse code requirement for
all Ham Licenses. The result is an Avalanche of applications at ARRL. There were
450 test sessions from February 23 to March 1. They expect 800 in March and 600 in
April. Normally there are only 70 sessions per month. The good news is ARRL is
shifting its staff to accommodate the rush. The best guess for turn around time is 15

days.

This is a reminder to all Field Organization Appointees that you must keep your ARRL
membership active to keep your appointment. You also need to make a monthly report
of your activities. You’re SM and others read the various club web pages so please try

to keep them up to date also. (It is difficult)

On March 24 there were two Magnitude 7+ earthquakes at almost the same time. One
was in Japan and the other in the Vanuatu area. There were few reports and little
damage reported however it is a less then gentle reminder that we in the Pacific are
susceptible to this type disaster frequently. Do you have your emergency supplies

packet up to date?

Last month’s study about the delivery date of QST came up with an unexpected result.

While all the data is still not compiled for March, it appears that delivery has a much



larger random factor then expected. Rather then comment, at this time, we will let the
number speak for them self later. For those that are not aware QST is now printed in
Pontiac, Michigan by RR Donnelly around the first part of the previous month. For
example April was printed around March 7. Andy Oppel, N6AJO (Vice Director) thinks
the new publisher should improve things. Director Vallio said the publisher is
supposed to be bulking QST with some other publications and he thinks that will also

improve delivery time. Keep sending reports of QST arrival time.

The American Red Cross has a policy that all workers and volunteers must have a
background check. There are a lot of mixed feelings about this especially when it was

revealed a non-government contractor would be doing the job.

Daylight saving time is now in effect for most of the continental US except Arizona.
California is now three hours ahead of us and the east coast is six hours ahead of us.
For example 7AM HST is 1 PM EDST. If you need to talk to ARRL HQ on the phone, try
and get it done by 9 AM our time and avoid 6AM to 7AM as that is their lunch time.
Occasionally you may see our local HST referred to as W or whiskey time. All time
zones have a one letter designator. For example GMT or UST aka Universal Standard

Time is sometimes called Z or Zulu time.

KH6HU reports that the Kauai 147.16+ machine is down indefinitely. They are also
having problems with their 147.04+ RACES machine. We wish them good luck. This
does show the importance of having HF available. Sometimes the repeaters do go
down. In the case of the Kauai repeaters, and a few others, one of the main problems
is just getting to the repeater site. It is important to support your local group. Everyone

can do something to help be it labor, expertise, transportation, finance or planning.
