HDXA TIKI Award presented to AH7G at BIARC
General Meeting 13 MAY 2007

[ want to thank the Hawaii DX Association for having the forethought to
reward DX hunters world-wide, meeting the required criteria, these handsome
TIKIs. Thanks to Harry Nishiyama KH6FKG for doing the presenting and

BIARC for providing meeting time for the presentation.

This award is the culmination of 7 years ham radio efforts chasing DX here
in Hawaii —and confirming at least 310 DX entities/countries out of the 314 that
I'have worked. As many of you know 3COM, Elmo, who operated from
Annobon Island, an island off the west coast of Africa and part of Equatorial
Guinea, was my 310" DXCC entity/country and he delivered his QSL to me in
person at the April BIARC meeting. WOW!

Moving here from the mainland required me to start from zero all over

again in my DXCC quest. By the way, I try to work at least 100 DXCC



entity/countries from each country I am fortunate to go to, such as British
Virgin Islands VP2V/AH7G; East Kiribati-Christmas Island T32DA;
Midway Island KH4/W4ZYV and AH4/AH7G,; Guantanamo Bay, Cuba
KG4/WB6HGH and KG4AR; and South Cook Islands ZKI1AR.

I also operated from Antigua VP2AZ and Germany DL/WB6HGH
where [ wasn t quite as DX fortunate. Logs are still open and QSLs are

available for these QSOs, some dating to 1968.

My first goal, starting from zero since mainland contacts don’t count, was
DXCC from Hawaii, which meant working and confirming at least 100 ARRL
DXCC country/entities. Many, many listening hours were spent on the bands in
order to hear and work the different country callsigns during good and bad
sunspot years. After confirming the 100, I continued to stay active. New
countries/entities kept piling up until I had contacted and confirmed more in
Hawaii than I had on the mainland, approximately 270. At this point stopping
wasn’t an option. I was hooked! But then with nearly 54 years completed in
ham radio, DXing had a pretty good hold already. When my wife, Barbara,
received her call, NH7FY, I wanted to help her enjoy what I liked too.

There is more to DXing than exchanging 59 reports. Many good friend,
ragchewing contacts have been made over the years from all over the world.
DXing teaches patience! And tolerance! And geography! If you think high
power is necessary, greater than 98% of my confirmed countries were made

with 100 watts of power.

Again, thank you BIARC, and HDXA for providing this marvelous trophy to

me as areward for many years of country/entity hunting.

Each year Field Day is a challenge to set up emergency operations that
simulate a disaster event and make everything work out. The Paradise Park
Recreation Center at Maku’u at 17th street will be our site location for 2007.
This location has been used for past few years and is quite familiar to us. Itis a
good location for the public to come and visit which is one of our primary
reasons for having this event. I hope that you encourage you non- ham friends
to drop in and bring their children to see our club in operation. We will have a

lot of fun putting it all together.

Last year the Kona club joined us for our affair. KH7DX, Stew, and
AHG6RR, Roland, brought and installed 40 and 80 meter “bazooka” antennas
(5/8 wave dipoles made out of coax cable). Roland got them up into tree
supports using a fishing rod and real. All went very well. This year we are on
our own to create antennas for those bands. [onosphere prorogation is at the
lowest part of the sun spot cycle which will make our effort on these bands
important for contacts during the night time hours. Also, last year, KHO6LC,
Lloyd donated a portable tower for a triband yagi. He has volunteered it again
this year. We will be setting up two triband yagis for operation on 20-15-10
meter bands. Our club has them stored a KH6G, Wilber’s QTH.. Many thanks
to each of them; as well as, all who have generously donated their time that I did
not mention here. To claim our bonus points which add to our score, here is the

list for your review.

1. 100% Emergency power.(solar photogalvaic charged battery)
2. Media Publicity

3. Setup in Public Place

4. Information Booth (guests sign-in log counts)



5.NTS Message to ARRL SM/SEC

6. W1AW Field Day Message

7. Formal NTS messages handled

8. Satellite QSO completed

9. Natural Power QSO completed(5 minimum)

10. Site visited by invited officials

11. GOTA station maximum QSO achieved

12. Non-traditional Demonstration modes (list each)

A two point multiplier counts for CW contacts, also digital QSO’s, and for
using 150 watts or less on HF. A 5 watts or less and battery power for each
contactis a 5 point multiplier; though out here in pacific that level maybe
unachievable because of the distance to mainland. Our call will be KH6EJ and
our ARRL/RAC Section will be “2 alpha pacific.”

Volunteers are need for each committee group to make this event a huge
success. Gloria Whitely will do food preparation. W7GMH/KH6, Eddy, has
donated the generator again. I have two rigs at my disposal; one Icom 706 from
Hilo Medical Center, and my own Yaesu 857D which will be used for satellite
contacts and CW operation. Anyone who wishes to donate a rig for use will be
appreciated. We will probably do two basic HF stations, as will as, separate
stations for the VHF. We need operators to sign up for time on the air. At our
next meeting, we will discuss these items and hopefully some new ideas will be

brought up to make this Field Day a super fun time for all. 73.
